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Three Dog Night back in studio - without a deadline

Three Dog Night  

Three Dog Night hasn't released an album of new songs since "It's a Jungle" 
in 1983, but that's about to change.  The band that told us "One is the loneli-
est number" and that "Jeremiah was a bullfrog" has spent the last 18 
months putting together a new, yet-to-be-named album featuring 10 totally 
new songs. 
 
Unlike the late 1960s and early 1970s, when the band was at its peak, 
pumping out such butt-kicking rockers as "Eli's Coming," "Mama Told Me (Not to Come)" and "Joy to the 
World," and ballads such as "Pieces of April" and "An Old Fashioned Love Song," TDN doesn't spend weeks 
and months together anymore.  "We've just been going into the studio at different times, doing songs, and 
we've slowly been putting it together," said Danny Hutton, one of the group's four original members. "We re-
cord when we have the chance. It's not like we can just call up and say, 'See you downtown!" 
 
To test the waters, the band has posted snippets of two songs, "Heart of Blues" and the haunting "Prayer of 
the Children," on its MySpace page.   "I'm very proud of the job we did on that song, which is almost all a cap-
pella," Hutton said of the latter. "It's the first time in the history of the band where all the members sing on it. It 
was a very complicated song to do, but it got the guys very excited, all of us singing together like that."   
 
The band will make what is at least its fifth appearance at American Music Theatre since 1999 on Sunday, 
March 7. Hutton said the band might try out "Prayer of the Children" on the audience.  "It's a little scary," 
Hutton said. "It's such a tough song to do. You're out there on the stage, vocally naked, and everybody has to 
hit their notes."  Eight of the new album's 10 songs are complete, Hutton said, but he declined to name any of 
them. The only hint he gave was that, in one instance, the band took "a very happy song" and turned it into "a 
really pretty ballad, with a lot of vocal chorus work."  In another number, he said, they took a '90s rock song 
and turned it into a combination of funk and bluegrass "with mandolins and stuff." Hutton said Three Dog 
Night has an aversion to recording other artists' songs in the same style in which they were originally per-
formed.  "What's the use of that?" he said. "It's just a vocal exercise. My theory is to make it your own. It has 
to be completely different."  The 67-year-old rocker said the release date for the new album has not been set 
because, unlike the old days, the band has no specific deadline.  As for a name, he said, "We haven't even 
talked about that, really." 
 
Three Dog Night hit the big time in 1969 with the hit song "One," but Hutton said he had been performing solo 
much earlier. In 1965, he was one of two new acts featured on "American Bandstand," the other being The 
Lovin' Spoonful.  And it wasn't just Hutton. When Three Dog Night formed in 1968, all of its members who are 
still with TDN ð Cory Wells, Jimmy Greenspoon and Michael Allsup ð and former members Chuck Negron, 
Floyd Sneed and Joe Schermie, were rock 'n' roll veterans.  Hutton said Three Dog Night's musical style con-
founded critics, who complained that it was "all over the place." In fact, he said, the band preferred it that way.  
"My thoughts on that is, we did have a sound that you could tell vocally," he said. "But musically, we were 
very eclectic, which I loved." 
 
Hutton is looking forward to the band's return to Lancaster.  "It's a great theater and a great audience,"   
he said.
